ALL TREES SIX (6) INCHES AND OVER IN CALIPER SHALL BE TREES SHALL BE SUPPORTED IMMEDIATELY AFTER PLANTING.  ALL TREES SIX (6) INCHES AND OVER IN CALIPER SHALL BE GUYED.  SMALLER TREES SHALL BE STAKED.  GUYING WIRES AND STAKES SHALL BE INSTALLED AS INDICATED. 16. THE TRUNKS OF ALL TREES SHALL BE WRAPPED AS SOON AS POSSIBLE AFTER PLANTING ACCORDING TO STANDARD THE TRUNKS OF ALL TREES SHALL BE WRAPPED AS SOON AS POSSIBLE AFTER PLANTING ACCORDING TO STANDARD PROCEDURES AND AS INDICATED. 17. AMENDED GOLF COURSE PLAN WILL PROVIDE ADDITIONAL TREE PLANTINGS AS CONDITION OF PRELIMINARY APPROVAL. AMENDED GOLF COURSE PLAN WILL PROVIDE ADDITIONAL TREE PLANTINGS AS CONDITION OF PRELIMINARY APPROVAL. 20. AT THE TIME OF FINAL INSPECTION, THE TOWNSHIP ENGINEER SHALL VERIFY IF THE PLANTINGS ALONG THE GOLF COURSE SIDE AT THE TIME OF FINAL INSPECTION, THE TOWNSHIP ENGINEER SHALL VERIFY IF THE PLANTINGS ALONG THE GOLF COURSE SIDE ARE SUFFICIENT WITH BUFFERING TO THE RESIDENTIAL UNITS.  IF MORE PLANTINGS ARE REQUIRED THE DEVELOPER SHALL BE RESPONSIBLE FOR ADDING MORE TREES.
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
